Preaching Paul Greg Carey

Preaching Paul integrates contemporary insights on Paul and his letters with group reflection on the
practice of preaching. This course is especially useful to parish preachers, but laypeople will also find it
interesting.

Monday & Tuesday

Yoga Sue D’heedene

We are the temple of the living God. Glorify God in your body. (1 Corinthians 6:20; 2 Corinthians 6:16)
Our bodies are gifts and vehicles of God, integral to our well being. Much attention is paid to the body
in contemporary western culture; however, both in and out of Christianity, we tend to think of the body
in terms of physical fithess and beauty rather than as part of the integrated whole self that we offer to
God. Yoga, as a Christian spiritual practice, helps us to respond to God’s call for wholeness, bringing
our whole self to God through mindful breathing, gentle postures, stretching, chanting, and quiet
meditation. Beginners and more experienced practitioners are invited. Wear loose clothing and bring
a blanket or mat along with a towel for each class.

Post-modern Spirituality Bruce & Kate Epperly

Our post-modern cultural context calls persons to new ways of living out their spiritual lives. This class
will join various spiritual practices, including contemplation, visualization, affirmations, chanting, Celtic
and Native American practices, and healing prayer, as ways of experiencing the emerging global
spirituality.

Thursday & Friday
Traditional Worship in a Contemporary Church Lance Mullins

If you are a worship planner (whether lay or ordained) who seeks ways to offer your community
“contemporary” worship experiences, but you don’t want to sacrifice the wisdom of traditional worship in
the process, then this workshop is for you. We will briefly review the longstanding liturgical forms for
Christian worship in the West, share ideas concerning how to bring new life to these forms for our
contemporary communities, and begin crafting specific worship services that flow from these ideas. In the
process, we will learn a model for planning this kind of “traditional, yet contemporary, worship” in our local
congregations.

Ukrainian Egg Making Amy Brackbill

Come and experience the highly symbolic and spiritually meditative art of Ukrainian eggs. The

practice known as Psyanky transforms simple eggs with beeswax, dye and flame. Beginning in pre-
Christian Europe as a celebration of spring and rebirth, it continued to evolve through time into a Lenten
practice, using Christian symbols. Psyanky are often given as gifts to celebrate significant events in

life, each one telling a unique story with its design. Learn the symbolic language of Ukrainian eggs, then
design and create your own Pysanky - to gift or keep. Either way you'll enjoy learning a centuries-old
hands-on meditative practice.

Liturgical Arts Diane Pyles

Imagine being asked to write a sermon...without words? What color, texture, shape, composition, images
would you use? Following the wisdom set down by artist, Nancy Chinn, in the book, "Spaces of Spirit"
participants will explore the "open possibilities of embodying, proclaiming and celebrating the good news
in this time" by adorning the worship space.

Evening Classes (7:00 — 8:45 p.m.)

HIV/AIDS Ministry Jim Mutulski

HIV/AIDS emerged nearly thirty years ago, and effects more people now than ever before. It is unique
among modern illnesses in that religion stigmatizes those who live with it and die from it. The religious
roots of anti-HIV/AIDS prejudice will be examined in this course as well as the history of the disease itself,
with two particular points of focus, urban gay America and rural Zimbabwe. Students will identify
strategies for consulting an HIV/AIDS ministry in their own contexts.

Emerging Christianity Bruce Epperly

As an adventure in new ways of becoming Christian in our post-modern, global age, this course joins
mind, body, and spirit in exploring an emerging faith that is “ancient-future-now.” Joining theology,
worship, prayer and meditation, and missional activity, participants will experience God’s evolving and
dynamic presence in a multi-sensory and multiple intelligence fashion. Open to the many ways of
experiencing the divine, the many paths of emerging Christianity provide innovative ways of living the
gospel in our time.

Images of Salvation Peter Schmiechen

An exploration of how different images of salvation reveal the way we name Jesus and name ourselves.
As a result, images of salvation draw us into discussions about the way the Bible and traditions describe
Jesus, and what we value in a very conflicted world. We will explore all this with brief presentations, Bible
study, personal reflection and discussion. Bring a Bible and a willingness to listen and speak, to pray and
reflect, and to share ideas.

Church History Anne Thayer

This course will survey the history of the Church thematically, discussing critical moments in its geographical
expansion, doctrinal development, institutional structure, worship, and models of the Christian life. No
previous study in Church History is required, but students are encouraged to read the text and course pack of
historical sources before the course begins.

Stories of Sin and Redemption Jason Mahn

might make sense only from within the particular stories that Christians tell about them. In this class, we will
read and discuss various biblical, theological, and secular stories about sin and salvation and will consider
how our own narratives add chapters to God's ongoing story.

Feminist Theologies in Global Perspective Mary Hunt

Feminist liberation theologies are emerging all over the world. This course will review the history, survey the
landscape, and focus on several examples, including U.S. Latina/feminist and mujerista work, groups in Brasil,
Spain, and Australia. The goal is to see the connections between feminist work and other liberation struggles.

Monday & Tuesday

Sacred Dance Susan Minasian

Participants will actually experience movement. We will consider and practice dance as prayer for the
individual, as a form of corporate worship and as a method of proclamation. All body types and abilities are
invited to be a part of this workshop. No experience is necessary. Just come with an open mind and

a willingness to risk. It is important for participants to wear comfortable clothing. Please do not wear skirts.
If you are uncomfortable being bare footed then you should bring a pair of socks.

Drumming Leo Hartshorn

Participants will experience drumming as a way to develop their spiritual lives. This workshop will teach
beginning drummers basic tones, rhythm exercises, single drum rhythms, leading to more complex traditional
West African polyrhythm’s. We will also experience free-form drumming in drum circle style.

No prior experience or musical talent is necessary to make a joyful noise.

Thursday & Friday

Yoga Jennifer Hess

The Psalmist writes, "Be still and know that | am God . . ." (Psalm 46:10). We need to balance our movement
with stillness if we are to hear God speaking and know God more intimately. Yoga is an art form and spiritual
discipline that encourages us to tune into our God-given mind-bodies and become better listeners to and
beyond ourselves. While yoga postures and sequences stretch and strengthen, the companion of the breath
improves our awareness, circulation, digestion, and immunity and reduces anxiety. Persons of all ages and
abilities are welcome to join in learning the art and discipline of yoga.

Global Worship Daryl Hollinger

This is a practical course for anyone who is interested in learning innovative ways to implement global music
into the local church. Students will sing songs from various cultures including Africa, Latin America and Asia.
Topics will include historical background, performance practice, liturgical context, theological implications, the
use of ethnic instruments, creative movement, and additional resources.

Designated areas will be clearly marked with appropriate signage and a smoking receptacle will be made
available.
